1. Two reference letters, one letter should be from a teacher or faculty member if currently in school. In the letter, the person you choose must verify the following: You require financial assistance to be able to attend a post-secondary institution. You have undergone hardship or adversity in some form. You have the ability academically and emotionally to succeed in a post-secondary educational environment. You are of good character. You demonstrate the tenacity to achieve your goals. They believe you will be a contributing member of society once you have achieved your educational goals

2. Official transcript of Grade 12 and/or post-secondary institution or most recent report card

3. Current photograph

4. Letter from the school principal stating that you are the student nominated to apply for The Cmolik Foundation scholarship from the school.

Please ensure you fulfill the needed criteria before submitting your in-house application, and prepare your reference letters in advance if you are selected. The applications are due by January 11, 2024, by 3:00pm to Ms. Dawson (Room 102) either digitally on teams or a physical copy.
